RACE DAY INFORMATION
Dear Runner,

Thank you for entering the event, please find below information to assist you on the evening:

Events & Start Times:

The race starts and finishes in front of the house. The course is along tarmac driveways, well surfaced paths and grass tracks within the grounds of Nostell Priory.  On course kilometer markers will be positioned at, or as close as practical to the kilometer position and are a guide only. 

It is a two lap course and will start promptly at 7:00pm.  

The race is chip timed. 

Location: 

The event is being held totally within the grounds of Nostell Priory, a National Trust property located in Wragby on the A638 Wakefield – Doncaster Road, approximately 5miles from Wakefield and 2 miles from Ackworth (towards Wakefield). There are brown tourist signposts to the Priory along the A638.  Use WF4 1QE for sat navs.

Car Parking:

Please use the main visitor car park close to the main entrance gates to the Priory grounds. It is a 5 minute walk to the start. Do not park on the roadway leading to the Priory. CAR PARKING IS FREE.

Number & Chip Collection:

Registration and race pack collection will be located in the Stable Block courtyard and be available for collection from 17:30 on the night.  Your race pack will include your race number with chip timing and safety pins.
Stable Block Facilities

The café will be open for drinks and refreshments both before and after the event.
Toilet facilities:

These are located inside the courtyard to the newly converted Stable Block close to the start/finish area.

Changing facilities

There are no changing facilities, but we are able to store a limited number of kit Bags at your own risk. 

The Course

It is a two lap multi-terrain course using tarmac driveways, well surfaced paths and grass tracks all within the ownership of the National Trust. There is a possibility of some traffic using the roadway leading to and from the holiday park, please ensure you keep to the right-hand side of this road. Marshals will be in position at all key points. You may view the course on the club web site:  www.ackworthroadrunnersandac.co.uk.

Drinks
Drinks will be available at the end of lap 1 (in front of the Priory) for the 10k and bottled water will be provided at the finish 

First Aid:
First Aid provision will be in place.

Trophies
This year we will be awarding trophies to the first 3 males and first 3 females. Presentations will be made at approximately 8 pm on the lawned area close to the finish.  
‘Goody’ Bag

For all finishers – collect just after the finish line.
Race Safety:

The course is mainly traffic free except a short section leading to the Holiday park. The remainder is on pathways of various widths with a small section through woodland with the usual hazards of uneven surfaces in places, tree roots and low branches. Please be wary of other runners particularly when overtaking and obey any instructions from the on course marshals’ to ensure the safety of others in the race.
